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IV.5 Nature and Extent of involvement of faculty an d students in academic 
affairs/improvements 

 

The faculty is involved in improvement of academic affairs. Various committees have been formed for 
academic excellence, institutional reforms, research, development and consultancy, Industry-Institute 
Interaction, procurement, library, faculty and staff development, financial reforms, etc. & faculty and staff are 
members of these committees. Appraisal schemes and mentoring are effectively utilised for performance 
improvements. The academic monitoring committees regularly monitor the content delivery. The continuous 
assessment scheme has been implemented. The students have been made aware of this scheme 
according to which termwork marks are awarded. Two class tests are conducted per semester and the 
portion is declared in advance alongwith the question bank. This helps the students to prepare for the class 
tests on regular basis.  
 

The students appraise the teachers online at the end of each semester i.e. twice a semester. Each teacher 
goes through the compiled feedback which is made available to them next day. A mentor is assigned from 
amongst the senior faculty of each department to a group of four staff. Mentor assists the faculty in carrying 
out improvements on the basis of students’ feedback.  
 

The result of each semester are analysed subject / division / teacher-wise to identify weaknesses. Special 
training to the students and staff is arranged to over the weaknesses. 
 

Students are actively involved in social and cultural activities, activities of professional bodies, etc.  
Suggestions are taken from students in meeting with student class representatives. 
 
IV.6 Mechanism/Norms & Procedure for democratic/goo d Governance 
 

Director interacts with the Management on regular basis. He also conducts informal meetings with 
the Heads of Departments every day and a formal meeting is conducted every Wednesday.  Heads 
of the Departments, in turn, conduct regular meetings of their teaching and non-teaching staff 
members. The Director also conducts meetings with all the staff members in every semester. Thus, 
there is a constant exchange of ideas and transparency between the staff and the Management. 
 

Each class is represented by two student representatives who in turn select the General Secretary, 
the University Representative and the Ladies’ Representative. Student Chapters of various 
International professional bodies have been formed and students conduct various activities under 
these fora. They thus inculcate the values of democratic / good governance.  
 

IV.7 Student Feedback on Institutional Governance/f aculty performance 
 

Students’ feedback is collected online in complete confidence twice in each semester. Students 
report on individual teachers with respect to 
1. punctuality,  
2. regularity,  
3. preparation for the lecture,  
4. communication skills,  
5. presentation on board,  
6. encouragement to ask questions,  
7. interactiveness in the class,  
8. extent of completion of syllabus,  
9. level of interaction during practicals,  
10. availability of the teacher outside classroom for additional guidance.  
 
 
In addition to the above, students are free to give comments on administrative matters in the same 
form.  
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IV.8 Grievance redressal mechanism for faculty, sta ff and students  
 
a)   The Grievance Committee has been formed as per the guidelines of the University of Pune and it 
deals with the grievances of the teachers and other staff.  Faculty and staff members can approach 
Head of Department, Dean - Academics and Director for redressal of any grievance. Suggestion 
boxes are checked on a weekly basis and action taken reports are notified to the students, even to 
anonymous suggestions / complaints.  
 
b)   Students can approach Dean Student’s Welfare, Registrar and Director for their grievances.  
c) Generally, faculty feels comfortable to talk about their differences to mentors / Heads of 
Departments or Director. The actions are immediate in consultation with all concerned since the 
policies have been properly laid down, conflicts are totally avoided.
